FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This is a 59-year-old woman, totally bedbound, with history of thrombotic strokes multiple with contractures, dysphagia, recurrent aspiration, tremors, and history of parkinsonism. The patient’s pain is better controlled after she took a fall in March 2024, she is still having some swelling about the left knee, but definitely not in as much pain. The patient has bouts of aspiration, severe muscle wasting, bowel and bladder incontinence, total ADL dependency, contractures about the lower extremity rather severe. The patient is taken care of by _______ who is her caretaker. The patient also suffers from atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular response. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss is unavoidable given her current condition. She is sleeping less and tolerating medications for history of mixed tremors along with history of parkinsonism. Muscle wasting about the contractures with the left-sided weakness is significant. She has a KPS score of 30%, continues to decline in her condition regarding her multiple strokes in the past. Overall prognosis is quite poor.
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
