CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left foot pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband and she stated that she has pain in the left foot and it is worse upon walking in the morning hours, slowly gets better and the patient has no history of falling down and she does not work in outside.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
