HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is in for medication refill. On 02/02/2024, was admitted to the hospital for acute hypoxic hypercapnic respiratory failure, COPD exacerbation, acute on chronic systolic heart failure, cirrhosis and hepatic encephalopathy and nicotine dependence. While in the hospital, he did see a cardiologist who placed him on numerous medications and he has all his lab work with him and his discharge paperwork from the hospital stay. I did go over all of that in extensive detail with the patient. He states he did not follow up with the cardiologist after his discharge because he was taking the medications not as prescribed, but agreed that he would; I would refill them and that he would follow up with his cardiologist as part of the treatment plan discussed today. He has no lightheadedness, no dizziness, no shortness of breath, no difficulty swallowing at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD, CHF, hypertension and dyslipidemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: I have consolidated the list and they are in his chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He states he used to smoke, but ever since been admitted to the hospital he has stopped smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is awake, alert and oriented x 3 patient in no distress.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear. No erythema. No bulging noted bilaterally. Nose: No edema. No rhinorrhea noted. Throat: Clear. No edema. No erythema. No exudate noted.

NECK: Supple. No thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing appreciated.

CARDIOVASCULAR: No murmurs or gallops. Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: No lesions. No rashes noted.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender with full range of motion at this time.

NEUROLOGIC: Cranial nerve II through X are grossly intact.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Plan is to refill medications per med list of discharge and to follow up with cardiology. All meds are listed in the chart.
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
