PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes, hyperlipidemia and Crohn’s.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia and stomach surgery.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of smoking or secondhand smoke exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and not oriented to person or place.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Normal. No TM bulging. Nose: No rhinorrhea and patent. Throat: Clear and patent. No edema. No exudate.

NECK: Supple. Full range of motion.

RESPIRATORY: Clear to auscultation in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Positive S1 and S2. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. Non-guarding. No rigidity.

BACK: No CVA tenderness.

SKIN: Without lesions or rashes.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion.

ASSESSMENT: Diarrhea and viral gastroenteritis.

PLAN: _______ and Imodium and advised on self-care, to slowly introduce water and continue to keep the patient hydrated. If it lasts for three days, to report to emergency room. Discharged the patient to spouse in stable condition and answered all questions.
