ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke or smoke exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and no signs of distress, playful child.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear. No TM bulging or erythema noted. Nose: Clear. No rhinorrhea. Throat: Clear. No edema. No erythema. No tonsillar exudate.

NECK: Supple without thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs appreciated.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without lesions or rashes.

ASSESSMENT: Fever of unknown origin.

PLAN: We will continue to utilize over-the-counter Tylenol and Motrin and alternating time period, monitor child for ensuring the temperature does go down. If the temperature does not go down within 30 minutes of giving Tylenol or Motrin, instructed the mother to take the child to the emergency room. Mother understood. Answered all questions. Discharged in stable condition to the mother.
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
