ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:

1. Colonoscopy.

2. Hot snare polypectomy, cold snare polypectomy.

INDICATIONS: Screening for colon cancer.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES:

1. Internal hemorrhoids.

2. Diverticulosis coli.

3. Seven colon polyps removed.

DEPTH OF INSERTION: Cecum.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

WITHDRAWAL TIME: 15 minutes.

BOWEL PREPARATION: Boston preparation score of 7, 2 in the right colon, 2 in the transverse colon, and 3 in the left colon.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the anorectal area, advanced through the colon to the cecum without complications. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored during the procedure. Retroflexion performed at the rectum.

Cecum was identified by the appendiceal orifice and ileocecal valve.

FINDINGS:
1. In the rectum, internal hemorrhoids grade 2.

2. Sigmoid descending colon, there is multiple diverticula seen.

3. In the descending colon, there is a pedunculated polyp 1 cm removed by hot snare polypectomy.

4. Splenic flexure, there is sessile polyp 5 mm removed by cold snare polypectomy.

5. Transverse colon, there is multiple diverticula seen. There is sessile polyp about 5 mm in the transverse colon removed by cold snare polypectomy.

6. In the hepatic flexure, there is a small polyp about 3-4 mm, cold snare polypectomy performed.

7. Ascending colon, there is scattered diverticulosis present. A pedunculated polyp about 8 mm removed by cold snare polypectomy.

8. Cecum, there are two small polyps about 3-4 mm removed by cold snare polypectomy. There is a single diverticula noted in the cecum as well.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. High-fiber diet.

3. Fiber supplementation.

4. Monitor clinically.

5. The patient will need a repeat colonoscopy in one year.
