This is a 99-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient’s heart failure has left her dyspneic, short of breath with edema related to right-sided heart failure, low ejection fraction. She is now only oriented to person. She is a total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. KPS score is 40%. The patient requires oxygen at 2L to keep her comfortable. She is not eating. She has child-like appetite. Hence the reason for the weight loss. The weight loss is unavoidable. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient remains hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
