A 72-year-old woman on hospice with multiple CVA, encephalopathy, recent history of massive GI bleed, PEG tube, diabetes, hyperlipidemia, debilitation severe, decubitus ulcer, protein-calorie malnutrition, significant weight loss, hyperlipidemia, and hypertension. 
The patient’s family has decided that he is not a candidate for anymore further hospitalization and/or transfer to the emergency room. He resides in a nursing home at this time given his condition, his kidney failure, his history of massive GI bleed, anemia, contractures, multiple CVAs. He is totally bedbound very debilitated, barely alive with contractions and as I said severe muscle wasting that he is no longer a candidate for any medical treatments. He has now been admitted to hospice, total ADL dependent of course, bowel and bladder incontinent, expected to do poorly. The patient not to be transferred back to the hospital if he develops any further GI bleed in the future. The patient has been made DNR as well by family members. The patient is hospice appropriate and most likely has weeks to live.
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
