HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 8-year-old young man who saw Dr. Piatt on 04/03/24, received the prescription for Amoxil, but he never took it. They come in today with symptoms of cough, congestion, and sore throat. The patient states that he got better, but then he got worse. Now, he is complaining of bilateral ear pain.

ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization – none. Regular immunization – up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No smoking at home. No smoking exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: An 8-year-old young man, alert, awake, and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 85 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 99. Respirations 16. Pulse 105. Blood pressure 117/63.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Lymphadenopathy.

2. Otitis media.

3. Pharyngitis.

4. Since the patient did not take the antibiotic last month, I am going to treat him with Amoxil 400 mg/5 cc one teaspoon b.i.d.

5. Reevaluate in three days.
6. I told him to come back if he develops nausea, vomiting, or any other associated symptoms. I will discuss with mother at length and I told him that he needs to take the medication completely and totally till it is all finished.
