She had similar episodes back in April which she took antibiotic for, but she did not finish the antibiotic at the time. They were able to get a urine sample at that time which only showed _______.

I talked to mother about taking showers as opposed to bath and the child is not vomiting and not having any diarrhea, not having any abdominal pain, the abdominal exam is totally negative and the fact that they should have finished the antibiotic last time. Also, I discussed with them that IF THIS CONTINUES, THE CULTURE AND SENSITIVITY IS A MUST.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No one smokes around them.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 59 pounds. Pulse 60. Temperature 99.3. Respirations 16. O2 sat 97%.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft. Again, the abdominal exam especially is totally negative.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Presume UTI.

2. Not able to give a urine sample.

3. We will treat with Keflex.

4. Tinea rash left leg. We will treat with nystatin cream.

5. I would like to definitely get a urine sample if this continues to be a problem and send for C&S.
6. Strep test was negative for Julietta today.

7. Urinary tract infection causes related to sweets, not drinking enough water, showers versus bath and correct wiping were discussed with mother at length before leaving the office.
