The patient presents with history of inflammation of left eye with slight matting past two days, associated slight cough and questionable sore throat.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation to left eye. Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: 1+ adenopathy without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep test which was negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Conjunctivitis of left eye viral with upper respiratory infection and non-strep pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient was given erythromycin ophthalmic. Follow up as needed and see PCP.
