CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with fever, cough, congestion, myalgia and lethargy for the past three days, seen two weeks ago with respiratory infection with sore throat and diarrhea, treated with injections of Rocephin and dexa with Bromfed with clearing within a few days before getting sick again with present illness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing which were negative. Because of fever and cough with recent history, the patient’s chest x-ray was obtained, essentially clear with abnormal lesion noted to right perihilar area measuring 2 cm with thin borders not compatible with an infiltrate, could be adenopathy or other benign lesion.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Flu-like symptoms with abnormal x-ray.
PLAN: The patient given Z-PAK and Mucinex Cold & Flu with advice to follow up with pediatrician for evaluation of x-ray and consideration of repeat x-ray with radiological reading. Follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
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
