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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old white male that we have the pleasure of following in the practice for chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. In the laboratory workup that was done on 04/17/2024, the serum creatinine is 1.3, the estimated GFR continues to be 53, the BUN-to-creatinine ratio is 12, the serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The patient has an albumin that is 4.6 and the liver function tests are within normal limits. Urinalysis without any activity in the urinary sediment. The protein dipstick is negative for protein.

2. Hypertension. The arterial hypertension has been under control. The patient has not had any alternations or any complaints.

3. Remote history of gout. There is no history of acute gouty attack. The serum uric acid is 4.9, which is within the expected levels.

4. Vitamin D on supplementation. The vitamin D level is 45. The patient has a remote history of arteriosclerotic heart disease that has been completely inactive; in other words, he had a heart attack in 1993, had a coronary artery bypass graft, has been very stable and has not had any admissions to the hospital and he follows with the cardiologist on regular basis.

5. BPH that is asymptomatic. In all reality, Mr. Donde is in very stable condition and I am going to give him an appointment to follow with us in about a year.
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
