DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 88-year-old Jamaican male that is followed in the clinic because of the presence of chronic kidney disease stage II. At the present time, this patient has a serum creatinine that is 1.43 and estimated GFR of 43 and there is no evidence of proteinuria. Hemoglobin is within normal range at 13.2. The kidney function has been very stable.

2. The patient has arteriosclerotic heart disease. He had a cardiac catheterization done in July 2023, a right coronary stent was placed. The next week following the stenting, the patient had placement of a permanent pacemaker and, the following week, the patient had a TAVR and he has been doing very well ever since.

3. The patient has occlusion and the patient had carotid artery disease.

4. Hyperlipidemia under control.

5. Essential hypertension that is under control. The patient is in very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
