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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 98-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. This patient had a history of metastatic lesions in the kidney that were most likely associated to carcinoma of the bladder and/or malignancy in the lung treated with pneumonectomy; it was partial. The patient has survived this malignancy for so many years and she is doing very well. In the laboratory workup that was done on 04/06/2024, the serum creatinine is 1, the BUN is 27 and the estimated GFR is 42.3 mL/min. This patient continues to be CKD stage IIIA in the border with IIIB. No alteration in the liver function tests and most importantly the amount of protein is 278 mg/g of creatinine, which has been stable without evidence of deterioration.

2. The patient has had essential hypertension that is under control.

3. Osteoarthritis. We are going to reevaluate this case in a year with laboratory workup.
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
