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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 63-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of pancreas kidney transplant that was done in Tampa General Hospital in the year 2007. The patient has been in very stable condition. His kidney function is well maintained and preserved; the serum creatinine is 1.3, the BUN is 27 and the estimated GFR is 60. For reasons that are not clear to me, the albumin-to-creatinine ratio was not done in the urine, but in the past instances it has been without proteinuria. The tacrolimus level is 5.6 which is within therapeutic range. A BK virus in blood is negative and we know according to the recently done retroperitoneal ultrasound, the right kidney was well visualized and there is no evidence of malignancy. The left kidney could not be visualized. The patient does not have any symptoms. There is no evidence of any other alteration.

2. Remote history of anemia.

3. The patient is with a history of gout that has been dormant.

4. Hypertension that is under control.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. Hypothyroidism on supplementation.

7. Hyperlipidemia that is very well controlled and he has a remote history of secondary hyperparathyroidism. No evidence of hypercalcemia. The calcium is 8.6. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
