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Paul Eagan continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

4. Continued glucose monitor.

5. Hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Insulin via the pump, Ozempic 1 mg per week, Levoxyl 0.075 mg 10 pills per week, and lisinopril 5 mg daily.

His blood sugar control continues to fluctuate and he is now on an iLet insulin pump.

His blood sugars fluctuate and there are occasional hyperglycemic reactions, which apparently occur unpredictably.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, weight 202 pounds. The thyroid gland was not enlarged. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7.5%.

His insulin pump was downloaded and reviewed in detail, and adjustments made to the program.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with hyperglycemia, nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy, hypothyroidism, insulin pump therapy, and obesity.

No other changes were made to the program on this visit and he is to follow up with his primary physician for routine blood check.

He continues to follow with the eye specialist.
