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DOB:  

The patient tells me that he has involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was a year ago, the patient was in a boat.  The patient said there was a collision and collapse.  The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head on to the metal wall behind him. He instantly had loss of consciousness as his back of the head hit the wall in the back of the boat.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had slurred speech.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has word finding difficulties.  The patient has a severe headache.

Since the event, the patient has significant poor memory.  The patient has headache and neck pain.  The patient would forget that he put oven on.  The patient will also forget that he left the sink on.  The patient has significant memory problems.

The patient is currently working for Coast Guard.  The patient is a boatswain mate.  The patient is in search and rescue.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his ability to do his job.  The patient tells me that the severe headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient also has poor memory.  The patient is not able to remember his task duties.
