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DOB:  

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in February 2005 in Iraq.  The patient was in a military tent.  Suddenly rocket hit his tent. There was significant explosion.  As a matter of fact, shock wave from the explosion caused him to fall down and loss of consciousness.  He had complete loss of consciousness for about 30 seconds.  He has severe head pain.  The patient has become significant nauseous.  The patient is confused and disoriented when he woke up.  The patient was dizzy and lightheaded.  Another episode was in May 2005, the patient was in Iraq again.  The patient was involved in motor attack. He was outside in the base. Suddenly, there were attacks from the enemy.  The shock wave caused him to fall to the ground. The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient had severe headaches, confusion, and disorientation after that.

Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficit.  The patient has on and off headache.  His headaches are frequent. The patient also has light sensitivity.  The patient has difficult to remember things.  The patient also difficult to concentrate and focus at work.  The patient needed to write things down a lot.

The patient is a police officer in Concord, California.  The patient tells me that his memory is significantly affecting his work, but the patient tells me he needs to write down every day.  The patient tells me that he has significant memory deficit ___________. His headaches are effecting his concentration and focus.
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
