SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has mild cough for last 10 days. He did his respiratory viral and COVID test, which was unremarkable and the patient used only Claritin 10 mg once a day without any relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, sputum production, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, or leg swelling.
Objective deferred due to televisit.

ASSESSMENT: Cough, COVID infection is ruled out.
PLAN: Start Mucinex-DM 600 mg one tablet twice a day for five days.

Return to clinic if do not get back in five days.

The patient is advised to use mask as needed.

Continue all the medications and if condition worsens go to nearest emergency room or urgent care.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
