CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with irregular rapid heart beats, generalized weakness, and puffy legs.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed rapid heartbeats since this morning and he had a history of atrial fibrillation. The patient denied any chest pain or shortness of breath.
The patient had recent laboratory test and he was anemic and the patient denied any tarry stools or bleeding.
Last blood test showed hyperkalemia and the patient was dehydrated at that time. He was given Kayexalate and repeat of potassium was unremarkable.

The patient has had heart failure in the past and sometimes he has lung congestion and he has been seen by cardiologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or recent travel.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for atrial fibrillation and was seen by cardiologist on regular basis.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on carvedilol 3.125 mg once a day.
The patient has a neuropathy and he is on gabapentin 300 mg one tablet in the morning and two tablets in the evening.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 2.5 mg one tablet by mouth everyday along with low-salt diet.

The patient has history of diabetes and he is on pioglitazone 45 mg once a day and this was stopped by cardiologist three weeks ago.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his daughter and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient is able to do his activities of daily living.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement and JVP is not raised.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Pulse is 70 beats/minute and it is regular.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and the ER was notified about the patient’s condition and the patient’s family is going to transfer the patient to the emergency room.
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
