This is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with heart failure, comorbidities of diabetes type II, hypertension, weakness, muscle wasting, pancreatitis chronic, body mass of 19, protein-calorie malnutrition, and anemia.

The patient also has a left BKA, hepatic mass, history of cardiopulmonary arrest in 2023, and right hand dry gangrene. He has five wounds/pressure ulcers about the sacrum and three on his fingers with dry gangrene present.

He has a PEG tube in place. The patient is living with his daughter-in-law now after living in a nursing home where he developed all these problems and issues per daughter-in-law. The patient is definitely dying of multiple medical issues and problems. He is unresponsive most of the time, hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live. He requires pain medication. KPS score is 40%. He is married. He is definitely expected to live less than six months. He responds to deep stimuli/pain only. The patient is undergoing wound care at this time. High risk of developing sepsis, contractures, bed bound, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent.
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
