FAMILY HISTORY: No change.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 239 pounds, down 11 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 18. Pulse 58. Blood pressure 138/85.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Asthma.

2. Requiring albuterol more frequently than I like.

3. Resume Symbicort 160/4.5 mcg one puff twice a day.

4. Albuterol q.i.d. and p.r.n.
5. Report to me in one month as far as the use of albuterol is concerned.

6. Blood work up-to-date.

7. Come back in three to four months, but we will talk in a month.
