The patient brought in by mother today with history of a temperature of 101 yesterday with questionable sore throat, questionable sore on the lower lip with vomiting x 1 yesterday, states she is still irritable today and not wanting to eat, seen this morning at _______ Clinic with finger pricks to obtain blood. She received anemia evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is crying, no definite distress, is frightened. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Questionable erythema of the pharynx, difficult to evaluate. Questionable lesion lower lip in mucosa, very slight erythema approximately 1 to 2 mm in diameter without ulceration or bullous formation or any definite lesion. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Strep screen was obtained which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Probable upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient’s mother is cautioned on temperature precautions, to give ibuprofen and Tylenol as directed. She was given a prescription for Zofran to give as needed and given prescription for azithromycin because of questionable pharyngitis without documentation of strep, with temperature precautions. Follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
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
