CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 24-year-old African American female with history of congenital heart disease.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 24-year-old female with history of heart failure at age 6. She stated that she was last evaluated at Sutter four years ago. She is now here for examination and evaluation. She denies any symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitation. She is unable to say what surgery she has had.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Congenital heart disease.

2. Psoriasis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unknown heart surgery.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She notes occasional alcohol and marijuana use, but denies cigarettes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable except for:
Gastrointestinal: She has heartburn.

Genitourinary: She has frequency and urgency.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is an obese female who is otherwise in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/83, pulse 59, respiratory rate 12, and weight 236 pounds.

Skin: Reveals multiple tattoos. There are multiple striae involving the upper extremities. She has psoriatic type lesions of the lower extremities.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm with PVCs. There is a right bundle branch block pattern. The ECG otherwise is unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 24-year-old female with history of congenital heart disease not otherwise afebrile. She is noted to have a murmur at the left parasternal border. She is noted to have significant obesity. She has multiple striae involving the upper extremities. She has abnormal EKG.

PLAN: I reviewed his records. In the interim, we will schedule echocardiogram.
