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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old white male that is followed in the practice on regular basis. The patient comes today for a regular followup and we found in the laboratory workup that the patient has evidence of elevated cholesterol. The total cholesterol is 253, the HDL is 69, the triglycerides are 102 and the LDL is 162. This patient needs to be treated and, for that reason, we are going to start him on atorvastatin 20 mg p.o. at bedtime.

2. The patient has vitamin D deficiency that is supplemented on daily basis.

3. The patient continues with a hemoglobin that is around _______. At one time, he was iron deficient. He is taking the iron as recommended. We are going to reevaluate the iron metabolism, the B12 and the folate. The patient is asymptomatic.

4. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. Reevaluation of the T3, T4 and TSH will be done for the next appointment.

5. BPH asymptomatic. Followup in four months with laboratory workup.
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
