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ECHO Report

Final Interpretation:
1. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 70%.
2. Moderate to severe mitral annular calcification. The mitral annular calcification is causing some obstruction to the mitral inflow. The mean gradient is 3 mmHg. Mitral valve area is 2.2 cm².
3. Due to mitral annular calcification diastolic function cannot be evaluated.
4. The patient had a previous ascending aorta surgery where aorta was replaced with aortic conduit and bioprosthetic aortic wall. Today’s echo shows bioprosthetic aortic valve functioning adequately the aortic valve area is 1.5 cm². Mean gradient is 8 mmHg. The V1VTI over V2VTI ratio is 0.46. The aortic conduit diameter is 2.3 cm.
5. Mildly dilated ascending aorta. Ascending aorta diameter 3.8 cm. That is mild ascending aorta aneurysm.
6. Mild right ventricular dilatation.
7. Mild left atrial enlargement.
8. Mild to moderate aortic regurgitation.
9. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. Right ventricular systolic pressure 28 mmHg.
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
