This is a 60-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with endstage COPD. The patient is O2 dependent. He is short f breath at all times. He suffers from air hunger, anxiety, and tachycardia. His MAC is down to 23.2 from 24. He has lost another two and half pounds since last month. He is short of breath all the time. He was found to be tachycardic. His KPS has now dropped to 40%. His comorbidities include muscle weakness, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, COPD endstage, anxiety, and depression. The patient continues to have issues with bladder incontinence related to his weakness. He also suffers from schizophrenia, hypertension, panic disorder, and seizures. The increase of Depakote which took place back in April has helped him with his seizures. He has not had any recent seizures. He is also using his nebulizer every four hours and his Trelegy on regular basis. His O2 sat was 90% on 2 liters and heart rate of 110. At times, he becomes agitated and refuses to use his oxygen, which causes his O2, sat to drop and hence causing increased confusion because of hypoperfusion. Overall prognosis remains poor. He also suffers from weight loss related to his COPD. He might benefit from increased anxiety medication to help with his air hunger and other symptoms of endstage COPD. Overall prognosis remains poor.
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
