FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION.

It took place today at 10 a.m.

This is a 78-year-old woman on hospice with multiple strokes. First thing that she noticed is that she is no longer able to move about. She is now chair bound or couch bound and she gets in bed. She is no longer able to use her walker because of severe weakness. She also has lost weight. She has protein-to-calorie malnutrition, decreased appetite, and bowel and bladder incontinence. She has difficulty swallowing from time to time. She gets up with help of others to get on the couch and then gets putting bed at night. She wears diapers because of bowel and bladder incontinence, increased confusion, decreased mentation noted and also she continues to have left-sided weakness. She is at high risk of fall related to her weakness. Her KPS score is 40% and she has bouts of increased confusion most likely related to TIAs and/or petit mal seizures. Overall prognosis remains poor and the findings related to her stroke are unavoidable and she will continue to worsen in the future and that is why she remains appropriate for hospice at this time.
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
