Dear Dr. Walderzak:

This is a followup for Mr. Williamson with problems of SIADH, hypertension, schizophrenia and comes accompanied with mother.  Last visit August.  Testing negative for corona virus.  Last few days some respiratory symptoms.  He comes from foster care.  Denies change of appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Denies diarrhea or bleeding or changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  He smokes.  He has chronic cough and chronic dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Other review of system is negative.

Medication:  Medication list reviewed.  Apparently incomplete.  I will highlight metoprolol, Norvasc, losartan and takes medications for schizophrenia.  Mother believed there are more medications which are not showing on the list.

Physical Exam: Today blood pressure by nurse 98/72. COPD abnormalities.  No respiratory distress.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No gross arrhythmia.  No gross carotid bruits.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Has acrocyanosis.  Poor pulses.  No gross edema.  Very restless, but cooperative.  Normal speech.  No rigidity.  No involuntary movements.

Labs:  Chemistries August 2023, needs to be updated.  At that time GFR better than 60, low sodium 135, normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorous and hemoglobin.

Assessment and Plan:  Chemistries needs to be updated.  We are following for low sodium concentration SIADH.  Other chemistries have been normal.  Blood pressure chronically in the low side.  I wonder if medication needs to be stopped.  I need to know for sure what medication he is taking.  Further advice with results of blood test.  We are calling also the foster care if they are checking blood pressure and the numbers that we see here correlates with them.  Clinical findings of COPD, emphysema as well as peripheral vascular disease with severe acrocyanosis, but not symptomatic.  Plan to see him back in nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
