HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother with sore throat, fever, unknown T-max. Has been treated with Tylenol with good results. Decreased appetite. No shortness of breath. No difficulty swallowing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress noted. Alert and oriented x3.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral ear canal mild erythema. No TM bulging or loss of light reflex. Nose noted clear rhinorrhea. No turbinate edema. Throat has positive edema and erythema, tonsils +2 with exudate. Airway is patent.

NECK: Supple with no enlarged thyroid.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds are normal in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops appreciated.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. No rebound. No rigidity noted.

SKIN: Normal color with no rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Strep pharyngitis, cough, and postnasal drip.
PLAN: We will treat with amoxicillin. Advised mother on home care to take care of symptom management as the child transitions through the infection. Also, given a school note and advised to follow up if symptoms worsen or do not improve in five to seven days. Discharged the patient in stable condition to the mother.
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
