HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a very low-functioning child in care of her mother in today with a face rash. She states she has it for a month. Her primary did put her on a medication that worked; unsure of what medication that was, then they stopped taking the medication, the rash came back. Mother will follow up with her primary and had an appointment on Friday and the primary provider placed a refill, but pharmacy does not have it; unsure of what it is, in the office today requesting me to refill it.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Extensive, see chart.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of exposure to smoke or secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress noted. Alert and oriented to person, place and time.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears are clear. Nose: No rhinorrhea noted. Throat is clear. No edema. Airway is patent.

RESPIRATORY: Clear. No rhonchi. Breath sounds are appreciated in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: On inspection, noted left side of the face eczema with clear edges, also noted serous drainage. No scratch marks seen. The patient does not communicate. No signs of itching.
ASSESSMENT: Eczema to the face.
PLAN: Instructed mother to follow up with her primary to get whatever was prescribed, so the pharmacy can fill it and that they can get back on the medication. Otherwise, follow up with a dermatologist for additional care. No questions at this time. The patient was discharged to mother in stable condition.
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
