He does not state that he has had sex outside of his marriage. He has had not had any drainage. He has had no fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, or hematochezia. He is doing this to keep his wife happy. His wife was in the room with him as well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
