The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Leonard Snipe described that he has been doing well. He denies any problem. He states sleep is all right. Sometimes, he is depressed, but not feeling suicidal. He is eating all right. He denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has also explained that he has been taking his medication for his blood pressure, living with his wife and compliant with the medication. I further appreciated his adherence to the medication and the compliance and that is the reason that he is fairly stable to which he agreed. He was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Off and on sometimes depressed, but not suicidal. No side effects of the medication. Risks, benefits and side effects are explained. He is on seroquel 300 mg daily at bedtime, trazodone 150 mg daily, lamotrigine 25 mg twice a day, fluphenazine 2.5 mg b.i.d., melatonin 10 mg daily. The patient was cooperative, attentive and appropriate. No irritability or agitation. The patient was educated about the medications and positive reinforcement was given for compliance and helps him to develop coping skills.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, history of hypertension currently stable.

PLAN: I will give a prescription for 30 days. Risks, benefits and side effects were explained and verbal consent was obtained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.

Risks and benefits of the medication were discussed with the patient and verbal consent was obtained.
