The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie described that he has been doing good. He is sleeping good and eating good. No depression, anxiety, mood swings. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has been taking his medications fairly well and has been having good interaction with his wife. His wife was on his side and she also reported to him that she does not have any question. The patient has been on Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, 100 mg twice a day and Depakote ER 500 mg orally. He has been taking his medication regularly. He was alert and oriented, coherent, and logical. I provided insight into his medications and his treatment and also appreciated his compliance and adherence with the medications and good relationship with his family members to which he agreed. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia, restlessness or tremors.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue the same medication and 90-day supply was ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects were explained and verbal consent was obtained. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
