Mr. Fuller is a 65-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2004. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and coronary artery disease. He also had a coronary artery bypass surgery and GERD. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%. He wears a Dexcom G7. He failed metformin secondary to diarrhea. He takes glipizide 7.5 mg once daily and Semglee 50 units once daily. He was previously followed by an endocrinologist in Lakewood Ranch. He has three stents and three coronary artery bypass surgeries in September 2023. He eats a regular diet for his diabetes. He has been on this regimen for several months.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%. My recommendation is for him to take glipizide 10 mg once daily and, in order to avoid any hypoglycemia overnight, we will recommend him to take Semglee 36 units once daily.

2. For his hypothyroidism, we will continue levothyroxine 100 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to his return.

3. For his hypertension. Continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

5. For his coronary artery disease, he is status post coronary artery bypass surgery in 2023. Recommend following up with the cardiologist.
