Mr. Cripe is a 70-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2009. He also has a history of chronic kidney disease, a heat stroke, and hypertension. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 10.9%. He takes Levemir 30 units twice daily and NovoLog based on a sliding scale. He failed metformin due to chronic kidney disease.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 10.9%. My recommendation is to have him take Tresiba 36 units once daily and add NovoLog 12 units with meals plus 2 units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150.

2. He failed metformin due to chronic kidney disease.

3. For his chronic kidney disease, continue followup with primary care provider.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.
