Mrs. Paraday is a 65-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2022. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, atrial fibrillation with a cardiac ablation, and cholecystectomy. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 5.7%. She is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day. For breakfast, she eats three boiled eggs; lunch, she goes out for lunch; and then dinner, she usually eats a protein and a vegetable.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we will continue the metformin 1000 mg twice a day. Her current hemoglobin A1c is 5.7%. The patient will research therapy with Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly and she will let us know if she would like to try this.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy and check lipid panel.

4. For her atrial fibrillation, continue to follow up with cardiologist; notably, she had a heart ablation.

5. Followup with primary care provider, Dr. Ware.
