Mr. Rodriguez is a 56-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of his thyroid function studies and a multinodular goiter. He has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, status post triple bypass surgery in 2022, atrial fibrillation, and gallstones. The patient had a myocardial infarction in 2022 and, after that, he lost about 60 pounds and he is currently a vegetarian. He also has a history of a bow injury. He has gained about 25 pounds over the last three months. He reports some fatigue and dry skin. His thyroid ultrasound noted a dominant nodule on the right measuring 0.8 x 0.5 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 0.6 cm.

Plan:

1. For his multinodular goiter, his current thyroid ultrasound in May 2024 indicated a dominant nodule on the right measuring 0.8 x 0.5 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 0.6 cm. He we will due for a followup thyroid ultrasound in May 2025. At this point, the nodules are less than 1 cm and do not warrant a biopsy at this time.

2. We will check a thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4, and free T3 level. I will also check TPO antibody levels and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.

3. We will also check the patient for his glycemic control including a fasting hemoglobin A1c and a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.
