Mrs. Comblatt is a _______ -year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her thyroid function. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, vitamin D deficiency, and lichen sclerosus. The patient has hypothyroidism and is currently on Synthroid 25 mcg daily. She also has a history of gastric bypass surgery about 20 years ago in 2004. The patient is currently on semaglutide compounded medication through Ryan Pharmacy and she is currently on 0.25 mg once weekly and has lost about 17 pounds over the last few weeks.

Plan:

1. For her newly diagnosed hypothyroidism, we will weight base the patient’s dose. Her current TSH is 6.15 in the setting of a free T4 of 0.95. I will place the patient on levothyroxine 75 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel in six to eight weeks.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her vitamin D deficiency, check current vitamin D level.

4. For her obesity, the patient is on semaglutide compounded 0.25 mg once weekly through Ryan Healthcare Clinic.
