CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a preop for cataract surgery, blurry vision in both eyes, and right knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has blurry vision both the eyes. He was seen by ophthalmologist and he is scheduled for cataract surgery. The patient at this time has no chest pain or shortness of breath.
The patient also complained of right knee pain and it is much better now and pain level is 2 or 3 and he is able to work and he uses knee brace at work.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has no children and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Right knee examination reveals minimal tenderness especially upon weightbearing. Otherwise, the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance and knee flexion is painful at 70 degrees.
Also, I had a long discussion with the patient regarding eye surgery and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
