CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of neck spasm.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that for past five to six days she has muscle spasm of the neck and it is worse upon movement and the pain level is 5 and it is worse upon exertion. There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities or lower extremities.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling or rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Within normal limits.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine and range of movement is significantly reduced especially right and left rotation.
