PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was very uncooperative with a limited physical exam and was in no acute distress with mild lethargy.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Deferred. Nose: Showed clear rhinorrhea. Throat: Also, deferred.
NECK: No lymph node enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear in all four quadrants. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs noted.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No bladder distention appreciated.

SKIN: Normal color. No rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Dysuria.
