CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient reports doing yard work yesterday unaware that he touched poison ivy, but states he does have poison ivy lesions on his hands and forearms bilaterally. He has not taken anything at this time for the itching or the swelling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol use or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, in no acute distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear. No bulging of the TMs bilaterally. Nose: There is no turbinate edema. No rhinorrhea noted. Throat: Clear. No edema. No erythema. Airway is patent.
NECK: Full range of motion. No thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: No acute distress. Breath sounds normal in all four quadrants. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and S2. No murmurs noted.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion. No decrease in deep tendon reflexes in the upper extremities or capillary refill.

SKIN: Noted lesions throughout both hands and forearms, non-weeping.

ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.
PLAN: We will prescribe hydrocortisone cream 2% and Medrol Dosepak. The patient was discharged in stable condition. Follow up as needed.
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
