HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with the left hand knuckle pain due to an accident with a grinder that has lacerated the hand. Bleeding has stopped. Unknown last tetanus shot. The patient requests wound cleanse and tetanus shot. No loss of feeling in the hand, bleeding has stopped and has been cleaned with no foreign objects in it.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Thyroid removal, tumor removal.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking or alcohol use noted.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: No acute distress. Alert and oriented x3.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils round and reactive to light. Ears: Without cerumen impaction. Nose: Without rhinorrhea. Clear turbinates. Throat: No edema. No erythema. Patent airway.
NECK: Supple with full range of motion.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds normal in all four quadrants. No adventitious sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No guarding. No rigidity.
SKIN: Noted 1 cm open laceration avulsion to the left fifth digit with normal capillary refill. No foreign objects present.
ASSESSMENT: Hand pain, laceration and open wound.
PLAN: The patient’s wound was cleansed with hydrogen peroxide, dressed with bacitracin, Steri-Strips closed the wound. Advised the patient on cleaning daily and to follow up if any signs of redness or infection occur. Tetanus shot was provided here in the office. The patient was discharged in stable condition with all questions answered.
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
