She is always confused. She is no longer oriented to person, place or time. She did not eat today and her eyes closed to the point that the caretaker was very concerned about her and asked for an emergency visit.
MEDICATIONS: The patient’s medications reviewed.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and caretaker 24x7.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 96%. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 110/60. Respiration 20.
HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Shallow breath sounds.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is slight tenderness lower abdomen.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities 1+edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: The patient is a 79-year-old woman with change in mental status, confusion most likely consistent with urinary tract infection cannot rule out pneumonia. She is dying of end stage dementia with bowel and bladder incontinence, weight loss, protein calorie malnutrition, and ADL dependency. The patient’s fluid was increased after discussion with the caretaker and the patient was placed on Septra DS one p.o. b.i.d. The patient is not on any distress. The patient is do not resuscitate would like to die at home and is currently on hospice and meets the criteria for end of life care at home. We will continue caring for her and findings, which was discussed with Lee her caretaker before leaving the residence.
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
