The patient was seen today on 05/14/2024 at 5 p.m. The patient is a 66-year-old woman with end-stage COPD, O2 dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight since last visit on 03/20/24. The patient has lost at least 3 pounds. She is not eating. She states that her pain is increased in her knees and hips. She is taking Tylenol #3 one a day. She would like to increase it to twice a day. She suffers from air hunger. She has the protein calorie malnutrition, severe muscle wasting, and tachycardia. She definitely does not want to quit smoking. She states that “I want to smoke till the day I die”. The patient continues to deteriorate and her decline is unavoidable given her end-stage COPD, tachycardia and severe debility related to weakness and protein calorie malnutrition and tremendous weight loss. Overall prognosis remains grave.
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
