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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 79-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. The patient comes with a laboratory workup that was done on 05/09/2024 and the serum creatinine is 1.5, the BUN is 27 and the estimated GFR is 46 mL/min. The patient has a proteinuria of 133 mg/g of creatinine, which is within normal range.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under fair control. The patient has a hemoglobin A1c of 6.8%. The patient is controlled with the administration of glipizide along with Ozempic.

3. Arteriosclerotic heart disease that is asymptomatic.
4. The patient has a benign adrenal adenoma that is without any activity at the present time.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is with slight hypertriglyceridemia that is most likely associated to the diabetes mellitus.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis.

7. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

8. Hyperuricemia.

9. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to the heavy smoking that he still practices despite our counseling to stop the nicotine abuse. We will reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
