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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 64-year-old white male that is followed in the clinic because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 05/06/2024, the serum creatinine is 1.5, the BUN is 19 and the estimated GFR is 49 mL/min. Unfortunately, we do not have the protein-to-creatinine ratio or albumin-to-creatinine ratio in order to complete the assessment. The patient’s kidney function is stable.

2. Arteriosclerotic heart disease. He had a stent placement long time ago and eventually he has to go back to the cardiologist for further followup. The patient has been asymptomatic.

3. Hypertension. The patient continues to take the metoprolol, losartan and the water pill. Blood pressure is under control 130/70.

4. Hyperlipidemia under control. We are going to reevaluate this case in one year with laboratory workup.
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
