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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 85-year-old patient of Dr. Maxwell referred to the office because of the presence of deterioration of the kidney function. Latest serum creatinine is 2 mg% and the estimated GFR is 32 mL/min. The patient has no alteration in the serum electrolytes. The albumin is 3.6 and the liver function tests are within normal range. There is no quantification of the protein and the patient has a urinary tract infection that is being treated with the administration of Cipro.

2. Benign prostatic hypertrophy. The patient has had a documented benign prostatic hypertrophy since September 2023. The patient was seen and evaluated by Dr. Pobi and, according to the description given by the patient, cystoscopy was done, stones were removed from the urinary bladder and a lot of the debris was also removed. The patient was left with a Foley catheter for some period of time and uneventfully the catheter was removed and followup was not given. The patient has noticed increased frequency, pain and he states that the pain is in the lower back and, when he urinates, the pain gets better and this is the same process going on every hour and has been present for more than two weeks. Unfortunately, I do not have the documentation from Dr. Pobi’s office. I tried to communicate via telephone, but the phone call went to the voice mail and I left the message. It seems to me that the patient has reflux nephropathy and this is the situation that has to be resolved in a short period of time before the patient loses more kidney function.
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
